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KPUTUYHUI JTUCKYPC-AHAJII3 BIINOBIIHOCTI
MIK 3ATOJIOBKAMHU TA BIIEOKOHTEHTOM

Abstract

This article examines the mechanisms of ideological framing in YouTube video headlines produced
by conservative digital platforms in the United States, with a specific focus on Turning Point USA
and its late leader Charlie Kirk. The relevance of the study stems from the growing influence of new
digital media — particularly YouTube — on the political attitudes of young audiences within the context
of the long-standing public debate over the right to bear arms, an issue traditionally embedded in the
value narratives of both conservative and liberal politicians. The article analyzes how video headlines,
by appealing to fundamental moral frames — namely, the “Nurturant Parent” and the “Strict Father”
(Lakoff) — significantly limit the spectrum of possible interpretations even before viewers engage with the
actual content. The authors argue that a key strategy of conservative media discourse lies in a systematic
disconnect between ideologically charged, conflict-driven headlines and the demonstrably cooperative,
often empathetic nature of the debate content itself. Empirical findings reveal a selective personalization
of Charlie Kirk, constructing him as a legitimate source of truth and an authoritative voice, while his
opponents are systematically depersonalized and reduced to low-status social categories, thereby stripped
of agency. This asymmetrical nomination enables alternative arguments to be presented as inherently
flawed or secondary, thus facilitating the naturalization of conservative ideology as objective reality.
The article concludes that these framing strategies, operating through video headlines, contribute to
the gradual narrowing of interpretive possibilities and the marginalization of alternative viewpoints,
ultimately enabling the manipulation of the audience’s political choices — particularly among younger
viewers — at the earliest stage of their interaction with digital content. The study identifies the potential
for further research in tracking the life cycle of the identified frames within a broader media context by
analyzing their replication and modification across alternative platforms.
